Most verbs in French are conjugated with a form of avoir in the past tense. In the last unit, you
learned the past tense of regular (and some irregular) verbs.

For example:
Je mange =J’ai mangé

Je finis = Jai fini

Je vends = J’ai vendu

However, there is a select group of verbs in French that are conjugated with a form of the verb étre.

Je

Tu

Etre =

Nous
Vous

Ils

But, how do | know when to use étre with the past tense?
Luckily, there is a mnemonic to help you remember which verbs use étre!

R rester resté
M monter monté
R retourner retourné
S sortir sorti
Y venir venu*
A aller allé
N naftre né*
D descendre descendu
E entrer entré
R rentrer rentré
T tomber tombé
R revenir revenu*®
A arriver arrivé
M mourir mort*
P partir parti

to become became
to stay stayed
to go up went up
to return returned
to go out went out
to come came
to go went
to be born was / were born

*are irregular verbs

NOTE: Unlike verbs that use avoir, verbs that use étre have a special rule that must be followed.
The PAST PARTICIPLE must agree with the SUBJECT (in gender and in number).

Exemples:

Il est allé.

Elle est allée.
IIs sont allés.
Elles sont allées.
